STEP 2 Locate the clutch-side (left) Ergo III Adjustable Cruise Mount. Refer to PIC 1. There will be an “L”
on the backside of the Adjustable Arm as shown in PIC 2. The Mounts are side specific, so ensure
that you have the correct Mount before moving on.

STEP 3 Remove the four screws on the underside of the clutch-side Mount. PIC 3. Set the screws within
arms reach of the work area on the clutch-side of the motorcycle.

NOTE: Even though the picture below shows a different footpeg than the one included in this kit,
the installation of the Premium Mini Board is the same.

STEP 15 Apply some Blue Loctite (248) to the 5/16”-18 X 1” footpeg screw threads. Install the clutch-side
footpeg in the clevis and secure it with the 5/16” footpeg screw. PIC 11 If necessary, use the in-
cluded Wave Washers to take up any excess space between the footpeg adapter and the clevis.
Torque the screw to 25 FT/LBS.

STEP 16 There are three splined mounting holes in the Mini Board. You
may use these holes to position the Board forward or rearward,
angled up or down. To adjust the Mini Board, remove the 5/16"-
18 socket head cap screw and washer from the Mini Board. This
will leave the adapter in the clevis. Choose the position of the
Mini Board, then insert the 5/16”-18 socket head cap screw, with
flat washer, through the Mini Board and thread it into the mount.
Ensure the splines are engaged, then tighten the screw securely.
