before installation; this will make future removal of the fasteners easier.

Place the Ergo Guard in to position and loosely secure the center mounting point
using the supplied 5/16” Cap Screw and Washer. Do not fully tighten. See PIC 1

Loosely secure both the left and right lower mounting points using the 3/8” Cap
Screws, Flat Washers and Nylock Nuts. See PIC 2 and 3.

Verify the Ergo Guard is positioned correctly with no interference to the bike’s
controls.

Ensure that the installation of this product does not interfere with
the proper operation of the motorcycle before riding.

Tighten the bottom fasteners to 33 ft/Ibs and the top fastener to 19 ft/Ibs.

The Ergo Guard has dual-position footpegs; rotate the footpegs out from the Ergo
Guard to use in the extended position (PIC 4). Fold the footpegs in to the cutouts
on the Ergo Guard to use in the retracted position (PIC 5).
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STEP 8 To adjust the angle of the footpeg when it is extended, adjust the set-screw on the Hlﬂ'vﬂkvn
footpeg (PIC 6). Back the screw out for a steeper angle and in for a flatter angle.

Blue Locktite will help prevent the set screws from moving.

NOTE: On 2000 and later models the spacer included must be
greased and placed at the end of the pivot shaft to lengthen |
it or the brake pedal will bind. When the spacer is installed,
the end of the spacer will protrude slightly out of the end of
the brake pedal.

STEP 3 Re-attach the stock brake linkage in reverse order it was removed |s—
using the new cotter pin and OEM clevis pin and washer. PIC 8 e &
Install the OEM fastener and washer to retain the brake pedal.
Tighten to 12-16 ft/Ibs. Reattach the floorboard.

STEP 4 Test for proper brake function and inspect for any possible
interferences. Familiarize yourself with the new brake location
