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STEP 3 If you do not have Kiiryakyn P/N 8201 on your bike the first step
will be to remove the two fasteners on the front side of the top
transmission cover. See PIC.2. These fasteners will be reused.

STEP 4 Set the new cover in place and drop the OEM fastener in the hole
on the primary side of the cover. Only finger tighten at this time.

STEP 5 If you have Kiiryakyn P/N 8201 set it in place.

STEP 6 Install all fasteners finger-tight.

STEP 7 Once all fasteners are in place, torque them to 84-108 inch/
pounds.

ATTENTION! 1t is the installer’s responsibility to ensure that all of the
fasteners (including pre-assembled) are tightened before
operation of the motorcycle. Kiiryakyn will not issue a
warranty on components lost due to improper installation.
Periodic maintenance may be required.
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
